BBQ’s & Fireplaces 
 

A Portable outdoor fireplace is a portable, outdoor, solid-fuel-burning fireplace that may be 
constructed of steel, concrete, clay or other noncombustible material. A portable outdoor fireplace 
may be open in design, or may be equipped with a small hearth opening and a short chimney or 
chimney opening in the top. IFC 202 

 
A recreational fire is an outdoor fire burning materials other than rubbish where the fuel being burned 
is not contained in an incinerator, outdoor fireplace, portable outdoor fireplace, barbeque grill or 
barbeque pit and has a total fuel area of 3 feet or less in diameter and 2 feet or less in height for 
pleasure, religious, ceremonial, cooking, warmth or similar purposes. . IFC 202 
 
Recreational fires shall not be conducted within 25 feet of a structure or combustible material. 
Conditions which could cause a fire to spread within 25 feet of a structure shall be eliminated prior to 
ignition. IFC 307.4.2 

 
Portable outdoor fireplaces shall be used in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions and shall 
not be operated within 15 feet of a structure or combustible material. 
IFC 307.4.3 

 
Recreational fires, barbeques and use of portable outdoor fireplaces shall be constantly attended until 
the fire is extinguished. A minimum of one portable fire extinguisher with a minimum 4-A rating or 
other approved on-site fire-extinguishing equipment, such as dirt, sand, water barrel, garden hose or 
water truck, shall be available for immediate utilization. IFC 307.5 

 
 Charcoal burners and other open-flame cooking devices (BBQ’s) shall not be located above the first 
story, or operated on combustible balconies or within 10 feet (3048mm) of combustible construction IFC 

308.1.4 
 
Storage of LP-gas container shall not be located near exit access doors, exits, stairways or in areas 
normally used, or intended to be used as a means of egress. IFC 3809.4 See Table 6109.12 
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
