STATEMENT OF CITY POLICY
LAND DEVELOPMENT POLICY NO. 98-9

EARLY GRADING/EARLY SEWER AND WATER
In recent months the city has received numerous requests for permission to perform grading or install underground improvements prior to the approval of the civil improvements plans.  These requests for “early grading” or “early water and sewer” have been reviewed and granted or rejected on a case by case basis.  It is not the City’s policy to permit any construction prior to the approval of the civil plans, however; the City realizes that on rare occasions circumstances may require that some work be permitted prior to plan approval.  The purpose of this memo is to clarify the City’s policy regarding the permitting of construction prior to plan approval.

POLICY:

Construction of improvements is not permitted without approved plans.  No deviation from this policy will be allowed unless:

1.  A written request is made to the City Engineer.  The request shall be made by the developer and shall delineate the specific circumstances and reasons the City should consider in evaluating the request.

2.  The request must be accompanied by a letter from the engineer of record stating the request has merit and warrants consideration by the City Engineer.  The engineer of record shall certify that the plans are in conformance with City standards and that upon completion of any work permitted prior to City plan approval that said work conforms to the approved plans.  The engineer of record shall also provide the City Engineer with a schedule indicating the present status of the plans and the estimated date the plans will be approved by the City.  The schedule shall provide for the City to review the plans a minimum of 21 calendar days.

3.  In order to have a request considered the following prerequisite requirements must be satisfied: 

a) The Drainage Study must be approved.

b) The Traffic Impact Analysis must be approved.

c) The Bond Estimate must be approved, and bonds must be posted.

d) The design engineer shall have addressed all initial plan check comments and have resubmitted the plans to the City.

e) All deviations from standards shall be approved by the City.

f) All easement and agreement documents must be prepared and submitted to the City.

g) An indemnification agreement must be submitted to the City.

If all prerequisite requirements are satisfied and the City Engineer determines the request has merit, the City Engineer will issue a permit for the work prior to plan approval upon payment of all required fees by the developer.  If the prerequisite requirements are not satisfied or the City Engineer determines the request is without merit, the City Engineer shall notify the developer in writing within 21 calendar days.
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
