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Failure to pay or appear as ordered by the court may result in an additional charge of contempt, a warrant for your arrest and suspension of your Driver’s License.  If you leave the court during the Pre-screening Interview process without making arrangements to pay, such action may result in a warrant for your arrest and suspension of your Driver’s License by the DMV.  If you are arrested you will be held in the City of Las Vegas Detention Center.

Food or beverages are not allowed.  Do not bring children.  Persons other than the defendant including friends, spouse and relatives must wait on the first floor of the RJC.  Defendants may have an attorney present with them; however an attorney is not required.  Minors (under 18) must have a parent or guardian present with them at the Pre-screening Interview.  If you fail to follow these instructions you will be required to leave.  You will not be rescheduled for another interview.  Your option will be to pay your fines in full at the counter before leaving the court.

Location:  Interviews are conducted at the front counter of the Alternative Sentencing and Education Office, which is located on the 4th floor of the Regional Justice Center.

REQUIREMENTS

Financial Affidavit:  You must complete the financial statement attached before the Pre-screening Interview.  All information on your Financial Affidavit will be verified through the credit bureau, Criminal Justices System and other sources available to the court.  Incomplete or inaccurate information will delay your processing and you will have to stay longer to complete the interview process.  ANSWER ALL QUESTIONS!  DO NOT REPEAT PHONE NUMBERS OR LEAVE ANY BLANKS ON THE FINANCIAL AFFIDAVIT.

Fee:  You must bring a $35.00 Financial Counseling fee that must be paid at the Pre-screening Interview unless you have documentation that you are unemployed.

Documents Required:  Driver’s License, Military ID or other official government issued picture identification.  Last pay stubs verifying all income.  Your last electric, gas or phone bill showing your name and address.  If you are unemployed you will need documentation from the Nevada Department of Employment Training & Rehabilitation, Employment Security Division, stating that you are unemployed.  If you state that you cannot pay because of a hardship, handicap or poverty you will need documentation verifying your situation. 

Processing Time:  Your Financial Statement will be processed in the order it is received with no exceptions.  You should plan to spend a minimum of 3 hours to get through the Pre-screening Interview process. Your name will be called and you will be interviewed as soon as possible. Your patience is appreciated. 

Interview:  You must be interviewed.  A Judicial Enforcement Officer will interview you.  The interview process will help determine your ability to satisfy the requirements of your sentence.  

Questions:  The time to clear up any questions or concerns is during the Pre-screening Interview process.  All questions you might have about taking care of your case(s) should be asked and answered before you complete the Pre-screening Interview process.
