The  Operating  Agreement  as  amended  between  the  City  and  the  LVTCOA  requires  the  City  to  transfer
the  Common  Areas  to  the  LVTCOA  at  the  end  of  the  term  of  the  operating  agreement  by  way  of  a  Quit
Claim  Deed.  The  LVTCOA  has  requested  an  extension  of  the  Operating  Agreement  to  finalize  issues
related  to  the  transfer.

ORLANDO  SANCHEZ,  Director,  Neighborhood  Services,  indicated  that  one  of  the  priorities  of  the
Council  is  to  support  and  encourage  affordability,  livability,  and  pride  in  City  neighborhoods.
MICHAEL  BROWN,  Burlington  Associates,  was  invited  to  speak  about  a  program  Community  Land
Trust,  which  has  been  in  existence  throughout  the  country  for  over  30  years.  He  added  that  on  5/4/2005
a  presentation  on  the  Governor's  Workforce  Housing  Initiative  of  Nevada  would  be  given.
Subsequently,  staff  will  present  an  item  regarding  identification  of  properties  for  both  of  the  above
mentioned  programs.  With  the  formulated  partnership  and  by  leveraging  resources,  City  staff  will  make
the  Council's  vision  of  providing  affordable  housing  a  reality.

MR.  BROWN  explained  that  the  CLT  program  is  increasingly  being  used  to  provide  affordable  housing
in  counties  and  cities  throughout  the  country.  The  main  concept  behind  it  is  to  provide  affordable
housing  to  the  first  generation  of  occupants  and  to  keep  it  affordable  to  subsequent  occupants.  He  then
gave  a  PowerPoint  presentation  explaining  how  the  affordability  gap  is  being  created,  the  advantages  of

subsidy  retention  models  over  subsidy  recapture models, and how a CLT program  can  be  used to create
permanent  housing  affordability.  Additionally,  he  provided  the  Council  members  with  a  detailed
handout  for  them  to  peruse  at  their  leisure.

MR.  BROWN  continued  and  indicated  that  the  CLT's  primary  purpose  is  to  acquire,  through  acquisition
or  donation,  individual  parcels  of  land,  removing  that  land  from  the  speculative  market,  and  putting  the
control  of  its  future  use  and  disposition  in  the  hands  of  the  local  community.  In  turn,  the  CLT  conveys
the  use  of  that  property  to  homeowners  or  the  owners  of  other  buildings  that  are  located  on  or  to  be
located  on  that  land.  In  the  most  simple  use  of  the  CLT  model,  CLT  acquires  a  piece  of  property,  builds
a  house  on  it,  sells  the  home  to  an  income  qualified  buyer  for  the  price  of  the  home  only,  removing  the
land  cost  from  the  transaction.  The  buyer  ends  up  buying  his/her  own  home,  receiving  a  deed,  and  a
99-year  ground  lease  that  gives  exclusive  use  of  the  property  for  that  period.  

The  ground  lease  serves  a  two-fold  function:  a  legal  instrument  executing  the  closing  that  conveys  that
exclusive  use  for  the  term  of  the  lease,  and,  secondly,  as  a  mechanism  by  which  the  community  can
establish  expectations  and  requirements  regarding  use,  occupancy,  and  long-term  affordability  of  the
property.  Most  CLT  models  require  that  owner-occupied  housing  must  indeed  be  owner  occupied,
meaning  that  a  CLT  homeowner  is  not  allowed  to  sublet  his/her  home.  Any  CLT  homeowner  is  also
required  to  follow  all  laws,  ordinances,  codes,  etc.,  as  a  condition  of  the  compliance  of  the  ground  lease.
Finally,  the  CLT  limits  the  price  at  which  a  home  can  be  sold  in  an  attempt  to  provide  a  fair  return,
balanced  against  the  goal  of  keeping  the  home  affordable  for  the  next  buyer  without  requiring  infusion
of  any  additional  subsidy.

MAYOR  GOODMAN  asked  if  the  criteria  for  the  resident  and  the  economic  formula  would  be
determined  by  the  City  Council.  MR.  BROWN  answered  that  those  decisions  are  made  locally.  The
Council  could  allow  the  CLT  to  make  its  own  decisions,  or  require  that  the  CLT  come  back  to  the
Council  for  input.  The  monies  for  the  trust  typically  come  from  a  private-/public  sector  combination,
depending  on  the  market  circumstances  and  the  priorities.  Most  of  the  CLT  models  can  leverage  money
from  the  private  sector  as  well.  

MAYOR  GOODMAN  asked  if  homeowners  get  recompensed  for  substantial  improvements.  MR.
BROWN  replied  that  those  decisions  must  be  thought  through  in  putting  the  ground  lease  and  resale
formula  in  place.  If  it  is  the  City's  goal  to  encourage  people  to  make  improvements,  then  the  CLT
agreement  could  be  set  up  to  reward  homeowners  for  improvements.  In  some  cities  the  concern  about
property  values  escalating  dramatically  is  so  great  that  expensive  home  improvements  are  not
encouraged.  Most  CLT's  will  allow  homeowners  to  make  improvements  as  long  as  permission  is
obtained  prior  to  making  the  improvements.  MAYOR  GOODMAN  noted  that  one  of  the  philosophical
benefits  of  this  program  is  letting  the  homeowner  feel  he/she  has  accomplished  the  American  dream  of
homeownership.

MR.  BROWN  pointed  out  that  a  study  conducted  of  one  of  the  first  CLT's  in  Burlington,  Vermont,
showed  that  there  were  97  re-sales  through  the  end  of  2003.  Moreover,  the  study  found  that  74%  of
those  CLT  homeowners  who  sold  their  homes  bought  a  house  in  the  market  place,  which  means  that
they  were  able  to  realize  the  dream  of  homeownership.  COUNCILMAN  BROWN  requested  a  copy  of
the  study.  MR.  BROWN  indicated  he  would  make  it  available  through  MR.  SANCHEZ.

COUNCILMAN  WOLFSON  asked  if  the  CLT  includes  the  development  of  new  projects,  not  existing
homes  or  condominiums.  MR.  BROWN  answered  that  it  depends  on  the  priorities  and  opportunities
within  the  local  community.  Many  CLT's  are  creating  new  units  because  there  is  a  demand  for  it.
COUNCILMAN  WOLFSON  noted  that  he  is  concerned  because  a  lot  of  apartments  are  being  converted
to  condominiums,  and  he  is  already  receiving  calls  from  renters  who  are  worried  about  not  being  able  to
afford  the  price  of  rent.  MR.  BROWN  indicated  that  CLT's  could  be  set  up  for  rental  housing
developments.

COUNCILMAN  BROWN  asked  if  there  is  criteria  for  the  selection  process  for  potential  homebuyers.
MR.  BROWN  indicated  that  the  handout  the  Council  members  received  describes  the  key  components
of  CLT's,  which  can  be  tailored  by  preference  for  the  local  community.  

COUNCILMAN  BROWN  wondered  if  a  CLT  would  work,  given  the  rapid  escalation  of  home  values
that  is  occurring  locally.  MR.  BROWN  indicated  that  he  has  worked  in  areas  where  most  of  the  growth
is  coming  from  markets  that  are  escalating  dramatically,  and  they  tend  to  be  rather  cautious  in  the  re-sale
formula  in  an  attempt  to  assure  long-term  affordability.  He  suggested  that  the  re-sale  formula  is  going  to
have  to  be  rather  conservative  in  a  market  like  Las  Vegas.

The  Traffic  Engineering  Division  received  a  petition  requesting  the  installation  of  speed  humps  on  Hart
Avenue  between  Martin  L.  King  Boulevard  and  Revere  Street.   Studies  conducted  on  this  roadway
showed  that  the  85th  percentile  speed  was  35  mph  and  the  volume  of  traffic  was  955  vehicles  per  day.
Hart  Avenue  accumulated  15  points;  a  total  of  40  points  is  necessary  to  meet  the  speed  hump  criteria.   It
is  a  residential  roadway  with  a  40-foot  right  of  way  and  a  single  travel  lane  in  each  direction.   It  is  not  an
emergency  response  route.

REXIUS  thanked  COUNCILMAN  MACK'S  staff  for  their  extended  efforts  to
help  reach  an  understanding  of  the  infill  project.   He  asked  the  Council  to  take  the  density  and  property
value  into  consideration.

DOLORES  GLASS,  5501  North  Torrey  Pines  Drive,  expressed  concern  for  property  values.   REX
EWING,  5521  North  Torrey  Pines  Drive,  appeared  in  opposition  of  the  subdivision  containing  15
homes.   More  large  homes  surround  the  area  than  dense  communities  and  urged  the  Council  to  consider
less  lots.

MAYOR  GOODMAN  acknowledged  the  many  constituents  who  appeared  in  opposition  at  the  previous
Council  meeting.   He  detailed  a  traffic  report  based  on  peak-hour  use  which  reflected  15  additional  cars
arriving  every  hour,  which  will  not  negatively  impact  the  area.   He  submitted  the  traffic  study  conducted
by  Public  Works  and  noted  it  to  be  a  determining  fact  to  consider.

COUNCILMAN  MACK  referenced  the  notification  area  and  pointed  out  different  zoning  area  nearby
proving  that  not  only  rural  exists.   He  noted  that  Ann  Road  and  Torrey  Pines  Drive  are  both  heavily
traveled  roads  which  make  it  difficult  to  retain  rural  character.   Constituents  from  the  previous  Council
meeting  showed  strong  desire  not  to  have  access  onto  Mustang  Street  and  were  also  concerned  with  the
open  space.   COUNCILMAN  MACK  requested  MR.  MORENO  work  with  staff  to  move  the  open  space
where  lots  five  and  six  are  currently  located  and  rearrange  those  lots  so  as  not  to  iimpact  the  horses  of
MR.  REXIUS.   COUNCILMAN  MACK  questioned  what  the  starting  prices  will  be  of  the  homes  and  if
the  community  would  be  gated.   MR.  MORENO  confirmed  the  community  would  not  be  gated  and  the
entry  level  price  would  be  in  the  $500,000  range  because  of  the  size  of  the  lots  proposed.   

COUNCILMAN  MACK  motioned  to  approve  Item  101  [VAR-5952]  with  an  amendment  to  Condition  1
to  read:   Approval  of  and  conformance  to  the  Conditions  of  Approval  for  Rezoning  (ZON-5788),  and
Site  Development  Plan  Review  (SDR-5789).   COUNCILMAN  MACK  approved  Item  102  [ZON-5788]
with  an  amendment  to  Condition  2  to  remove  the  language  of  Title  18  Waiver  (WVR-5790).   MARGO
WHEELER,  Director  of  Planning  and  Development,  stated  the  applicant  would  be  withdrawing  Item
103  [WVR-5790];  therefore,  the  appropriate  motion  would  be  to  accept  the  withdrawal  of  the  waiver.
MS.  WHEELER  stated  Condition  1  of  Item  104  [SDR-5789]  would  require  the  deletion  of  the  language
referring  to  the  waiver  of  Title  18.   Condition  3  would  be  date  stamped   4/18/2005  and  adding  a
sentence  that  the  open  space  may  be  relocated  subject  to  approval  of  the  Planning  and  Development
staff  with  no  reduction  in  size  of  acreage.   Condition  4  would  be  deleted.   MR.  MORENO  agreed  to  all
of  the  amendments.

MAYOR  GOODMAN  declared  the  Public  Hearing  closed  for  Item  101  [Var-5952],  Item  102
[ZON-5788],  Item  103  [WVR-5790],  and  Item  104  [SDR-5789].
