COUNCILMAN BROWN called forward RON SCHMIDT, President of the Nevada League of Cities 

and Mayor Pro Tem in Sparks, Nevada, to assist him in making this presentation. COUNCILMAN 

BROWN explained that each year the Nevada League of Cities presents its Youth Awards to recognize 

Nevada's young people involved in community service. Winners are chosen on criteria including 

citizenship, demonstrated leadership, academic achievement, community involvement, and participation 

in school clubs and organizations. He announced that this year's two runners-up and the college 

scholarship winner are from Las Vegas, and he called them forward. 

COUNCILMAN BROWN presented JORDAN LEWIS with the award for junior high school runner up. 

MS. LEWIS is a student at Becker Middle School who has spearheaded and helped organize several 

volunteer service projects in her community.  They include raising funds for the victims of the recent 

tsunami, coordinating a clothing and toy drive at her school for Child Haven children, and planning a 

community carnival to raise money and awareness for Leukemia. For her outstanding community 

efforts, MS. LEWIS will receive a $50 savings bond. 

The high school runner up is RACHAEL D'SOUZA, a student at Clark High School that has logged 

over 400 volunteer hours in the past three years. She volunteers at Cashman Middle School, where she 

teaches students to play guitar, and at St. Rose Sienna, where she was selected St. Rose Star Volunteer 

of the Month. Her dedication to volunteerism inspired her to create the Positive Actions Organization, 

through which MS. D'SOUZA coordinates high school volunteers to work with middle school students 

to encourage them to volunteer in their community. She will receive a check for $100.

RICA OCAMPO won the 2005 Metropolitan High School Senior Scholarship for volunteering her time 

to assist with service projects through the March of Dimes, the Las Vegas Rescue Mission, and 

Opportunity Village, as well as voluntarily tutoring after school at the Boys and Girls Club and Gray 

Elementary. MS. OCAMPO is also a youth leader with Teens Effecting Challenged Youth (TECY), a 

program that partners mentally disabled youth with youth mentors to help teach them financial, physical, 

and social skills. She also volunteers at the Nellis Air Force Base Family Support Center to help newly 

stationed families become familiar with Las Vegas. She is the recipient of a $1,000 college scholarship.

MS. LEWIS, MS. D'SOUZA, and MS. OCAMPO respectively thanked the Council for this recognition. 

MS. LEWIS said that she loves helping people because it gives her great pleasure. MS. D'SOUZA 

thanked her parents and JOCELYN BLUITT, Neighborhood Services staff member, for their support, 

which has taught her that she can have a positive impact on the community. MS. OCAMPO said the 

scholarship will greatly help with her college expenses. She thanked MS. BLUITT for informing her of 

the scholarship.

CITY ATTORNEY JERBIC advised MAYOR GOODMAN that 

there is no conflict because no ongoing business relationship exists. However, given the 

aforementioned information the Mayor provided, he should abstain. MAYOR GOODMAN stated 

that he considers MR. LAPENA'S case as being a very special case within the criminal justice 

system, and he would definitely want to give him his support. Hence, he would be approaching this 

matter with a pre-disposition.

CALUCCI indicted that he has repeatedly gone over the facts with the owners of the business, and he 

has provided them with a copy of one of the Supreme Court decisions in MR. LAPENA'S case. Hence, 

they are fully aware of the facts and his present status, and they have also met with MR. LAPENA 

several times.

COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN expressed concern about MR. LAPENA'S history, especially 

because she is aware that underaged individuals have been served liquor at the Kiss Club, which is in 

Ward One. She did not feel this would be the best job for MR. LAPENA. MR. CALUCCI commented 

that he is well acquainted with the owners, and he is well aware that they regularly position two or three 

security guards during operation of the club. They also have a stationary security guard at the door 

checking IDs. As a matter of clarification, he added that MR. LAPENA'S duties include those of a 

cashier. He would only assist in checking IDs if there were some irregularity with the security guard 

stationed at the entrance.

COUNCILMAN ROSS shared the concerns of COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN. He asked if a 

condition for review within a few days could be imposed. MAYOR PRO TEM REESE indicated that a 

review is usually within 90 days or six months. COUNCILMAN ROSS added that he would hate to 

deny anyone a second chance. Because of the appellant's history, he definitely would prefer a review. 

COUNCILMAN WOLFSON pointed out that the letter of support indicates that MR. LAPENA will be 

directly supervised and that the parole officer is in agreement with this employment for MR. LAPENA, 

which is very persuasive to COUNCILMAN WOLFSON.

Asphalt Products Corporation contracted with the City to construct Washington Buffalo Park Phases 1-A 

and 1-B December 17, 2003.  The contract is identified under Bid No. 03.15341.08-LD.  On February 23, 

2005, Asphalt Products Corporation demanded in writing $6.5 million in addition to the contract price.  

Efforts to resolve the dispute since then have proven unavailing, as have efforts to secure from Asphalt

CITY ATTORNEY JERBIC explained that disputes over delays or cost overages usually require a 

consultant's services to review the entire contract from the day the project was released until the day the 

dispute ends to see whether there were delays on behalf of the City or the contractor. His office would 

obtain the services of the same consultant if it were handling this case. The services of this consultant 

are worth the cost because the company works expeditiously, thus allowing the City to determine 

whether to settle or litigate. 

Addressing CITY MANAGER SELBY, COUNCILMAN BROWN stated that the entire Council should 

be aware that, as part of the contract, the City hired an on-site City representative and a firm out of 

Phoenix, Arizona, to perform a review. So, in actuality, this is a third set of eyes that will look at this 

contract. It concerns him that the City is seemingly becoming more entrenched in the potential litigation, 

protection, and privacy. It seems to him that the City is spending upwards of $500,000 in preparing for a 

defense. Before the third layer of defense is initiated, if appropriate, he would prefer to have a meeting 

with CITY MANAGER SELBY and CITY ATTORNEY JERBIC to obtain an understanding of the 

strategy. He prefers negotiation over litigation. CITY MANAGER SELBY indicated that staff has 

attempted to negotiate, and it has been very difficult. He agrees that it would be better to determine who 

is at fault and settle.

MINUTES:

MAYOR GOODMAN declared the Public Hearing open.

DR. ROBERT MERRILL appeared with KEVIN PUGSLEY from Insnyc Architectural Design on 

behalf of the applicant.  DR. MERRILL explained he and his partners have been practicing in Las Vegas 

for 30 years in the field of kidney disease.  The proposed project would be an extension of their current 

practice.  They have approximately 1,200 patients that require dialysis three times a week.  A common 

complication associated with dialysis is that the patients' access points, where the technicians access 

blood to run through the dialysis machine, becomes clotted or clogged.  Presently, that condition would 

require the patient to go to the hospital and would require a one or two-day admission.  This proposal is 
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MINUTES - continued:

for a facility that would treat access point complications and would allow patients treatment within one 

day and without hospitalization.  The subject site is ideal because half of the center's patients are treated 

next door at 3800 West Charleston Boulevard.  The other half of the patients would come from various 

facilities citywide and this location is very central.  

The Planning Commission had two issues with the application.  The first was that there was no place for 

a trash bin and second, a joint access agreement with the neighbor to the east was not obtained.  That 

neighbor recently purchased the adjacent building and resides out of state.  The applicant has made 

contact on four or five occasions and that individual has no interest in sharing parking space or trash 

receptacles.  The applicant does not believe the additional parking is needed because there are 26 spaces 

and they would only have 10 patients at any one time.  Staff members would need six spaces; therefore, 

there would be enough spaces to accommodate everyone.  Regarding the trash, the facility would have a 

janitorial service on a daily basis and haul the trash off premises.  The landscaping company that 

maintains the commercial park would also haul trash collected outdoors off the premises.  DR. 

MERRILL noted that to his knowledge the three businesses to the east of his site did not have trash 

containers and they have similar arrangements with their cleaning services.  He hoped those 

accommodations would satisfy the concerns.  

COUNCILMAN REESE noted that the shopping center where his business is located is always being 

cleaned up by Neighborhood Services.  He questioned where the medical waste, trash and landscaping 

debris would be taken.  He worried it might be taken to someone else's dumpster.  MR. PUGSLEY 

replied that the adjacent businesses have their own private dumpster facilities at their offices and the 

household trash is deposited there.  The medical bio trash that is generated will be handled under a 

completely separate contract and will be handled by a certified company authorized to handle red bag 

waste. 

COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN explained that her staff has been monitoring this project and found 

it rare that there were no complaints about a new business coming into that area.  The residents around 

the area are pleased to have this facility.  Also, it seems a type of service that is greatly needed in the 

Valley.  She confirmed MR. PUGSLEY'S statement that the cleaning company servicing many of the 

adjacent businesses does, in fact, carry the trash to their own site.  The hazardous material is picked up 

by a company that handles only medical waste.  There were also concerns about parking; however, the 

Councilwoman was assured by Planning staff that the parking was adequate as shown, including 

adequate parking for the ambulance.  COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN acknowledged 

COUNCILMAN REESE'S concerns, but she felt comfortable approving the application.

MARGO WHEELER, Director, Planning and Development Department, read into the record 

amendments to Condition 3.

No one appeared in opposition.

MAYOR GOODMAN declared the Public Hearing closed.

WEEKLY - APPROVED subject to conditions and amending Conditions 26 and 27 as read for the 

record as follows:

26.  An update to the previously approved Traffic Impact Analysis must be submitted to and 

approved by the Department of Public Works prior to the issuance of any building or grading 

permits, submittal of any construction drawings or the recordation of a Map subdividing this site, 

with the exception of permits for the foundation and rough grading in support of the foundation, 

subject to the applicant providing to the City Engineer a letter acknowledging that such 

improvements are made at the applicant's sole risk, pending approval of the required Traffic 

Impact Analysis.

All additional rights-of-way required by Standard Drawing #201.1 for 

exclusive right turn lanes and dual left turn lanes shall be dedicated prior to or concurrent with 

the commencement of on-site development activities unless specifically noted as not required in 

the approved Traffic Impact Analysis.  If additional rights-of-way are not required and Traffic 

Control devices are or may be proposed at this site outside of the public right-of-way, all 

necessary easements for the location and/or access of such devices shall be granted prior to the 

issuance of permits for this site.  Phased compliance will be allowed if recommended by the 
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approved Traffic Impact Analysis.  No recommendation of the approved Traffic Impact Analysis, 

nor compliance therewith, shall be deemed to modify or eliminate any condition of approval 

imposed by the Planning Commission or the City Council on the development of this site.

27.  A Drainage Plan and Technical Drainage Study for the parcel must be submitted to and 

approved by the Department of Public Works prior to the issuance of any building or grading

In lieu of constructing improvements, in whole or in 

part, the developer may agree to contribute monies for the construction of neighborhood or local 

drainage improvements, the amount of such monies shall be determined by the approved 

Drainage Plan/Study and shall be contributed prior to the issuance of any building or grading 

permits, or the recordation of a Map subdividing this site, whichever may occur first, if allowed 

by the City Engineer.

MINUTES:

MAYOR GOODMAN declared the Public Hearing open.

ROBERT HOLEGATE, World Market Center, 495 South Grand Central Parkway, appeared together 

with COLONEL JERRY SAWYER, and  JIM D'ONOFRIO, Project Manager, Whiting/Turner 

Contracting.  MR. HOLEGATE concurred with all conditions, with the exception of Condition 26 and 

27.  He indicated that the Traffic Impact Analysis and the Drainage Plan and Technical Drainage Study 

are critical for their development process.  He asked for the opportunity to obtain the grading and 

foundation permits prior to the studies being approved.  Their intent is to start Phase II as soon as 

possible.  

COUNCILMAN WEEKLY congratulated the applicant on the completion of Phase I.  He supports the 

projects, but he has some concerns regarding Phase I.  He wanted to assure that the employment plan 

takes into consideration minority participation as agreed in the agreement.  He asked that a relationship 

be established with those Chambers of Commerce that deal with minority communities for any future 

job fairs.  

COLONEL SAWYER responded that the permanent staffing and the temporary staffing for the World 

Market Center have been provided by minority-owned agencies.  Eastridge Staffing is their temporary 

staffing agency and Millennium Staffing for the permanent staffing, which are women-owned 

businesses.  They are also working with Priority Staffing, which is an African/American owned 

business.  Additionally, their percentage for actual hiring is 27% minority.  His permanent staff is only 

30 people, three of which reside in Ward 5.  They are very pro-active.  They have outreached to the City 

in January and sent two letters to each of the Chambers in February and March but received limited 
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response.  They also provided the Councilman copies of those letters.  For those who responded, they 

were interviewed and if they did not have the skills set to succeed at the job, an outreach program has 

been developed to provide all those resumes to each of the 40 manufacturers located on the first two 

floors so that their human resources department can also look at those individuals and potentially hire 

them for sales and senior management positions.

COUNCILMAN WEEKLY was appreciative for their efforts.  He was pleased that that information was 

submitted to the entire Council.  He wants to ensure the applicant is adhering to the agreement.  

MAYOR GOODMAN commented that good things are happening and a report that not only meets the 

letter of the agreement, but also fulfills the spirit of the agreement, should be disseminated to the public.  

He asked COLONEL SAWYER to provide him with those statistics, which he will make available to 

COUNCILMAN WEEKLY and for any particular minority group interested in this type of information.

MR. D'ONOFRIO submitted an updated report representing a goal of 25% of the total amount of a 

contract set aside for minority contractors.  There was no way that they could be able to reach that goal 

given the size and scope of the contracts.  He indicated that the number of minority contractors awarded 

was 54% of the total amount of the contracts that were on the job.  The problem they were faced with 

was that the size of the contracts was so large that there were no qualified sub-contractors that could 

handle or get bonding for that type of work.  They tried to break up certain parts of the contracts, but 

because the size of the scope of the contract was so complex, they were unable to do that in most cases.  

He believes they went above and beyond the scope of the agreement.

MANUEL CORCHUELO, 224 West Cincinnati Avenue, asked what type of transportation would be 

provided for thousands of people going from the convention center to the World Market Center.  

COLONEL SAWYER responded that they have approximately 85 shuttles set up from 17 different 

properties.  They will be running during peak hours and have an average number of between 40 to 50 

trips just transporting to and from World Market Center to those properties.  The remainder will go to 

and from the Las Vegas Convention Center.  As of last count, they are looking at approximately 40,000 

people pre-registered for the market and 38,000 pre-registered for the woodworking show market.  They 

anticipate moving about 16,000 per hour with their existing shuttle systems.  In conjunction with Metro, 

they have developed a JC Wallace Traffic Plan that has been approved.  They are fully geared to execute 

that plan.

MAYOR GOODMAN commented that the City Manager is working with the staff, as far as making 

sure there is going to be adequate ingress and egress to that entire property, not just the World Market 

Center, but also on the 61 acres that the City is developing with the City Hall and the performing arts 

center.  

BART ANDERSON, Public Works Department, indicated that Condition 26 relates to a Traffic Impact 

Analysis update and Condition 27 relates to a drainage plan update.  The applicant desires to allow the 

foundation to begin construction and some initial rough grading to take place prior to the approval of 

those studies.  With the traffic study, that would not be a problem.  Staff could accommodate whatever 

the traffic study ends up recommending without impacting the structure or the grading.  Therefore, he 

recommended that Condition 26 be modified to insert a sentence allowing the deep foundation and 
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rough grading to be done at the applicant's own risk, pending approval of the required Traffic Impact 

Analysis.  The drainage plan is more problematic.  It is hard to know how to exactly grade the site when 

it is not known how the flows are going to be transported.  MR. HOLEGATE felt comfortable accepting 

the amendments.  It is important to schedule the construction of the second building, as their future 

tenants are occupying the temporary tent facilities.

Regarding Condition 27, MR. ANDERSON reiterated that it is a challenging to issue grading permits 

without having approved a grading plan that establishes what the ultimate grade is supposed to be.  The 

drainage study could be done more quickly because it does not rely on the counts, like the traffic study.  

However, he suggested that the applicant be allowed to provide the same at-risk letter, coordinate with 

the Flood Control Section to determine if early grading could be allowed based on a partial submission.  

ROY CLARK, Civil Engineer, JC Wallace, 1555 South Rainbow Boulevard, stated the first step of the 

drainage review has been completed.  The finished floor for the second building was set based off the 

first drainage study.  Now they are looking for relief for the grading to build the foundation.  

MR. ANDERSON recommended that a similar modification be made to Condition 27 reflecting that the 

deep foundation and rough grading permits could be allowed earlier based on unapproved study if Flood 

Control Section agrees.  MR. HOLEGATE agreed to the amendment.

No one appeared in opposition.

MAYOR GOODMAN declared the Public Hearing closed.

1. This Site Development Plan Review shall expire two years from date of final approval unless it is

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19. Any property line wall shall be a decorative block wall, with at least 20 percent contrasting 

materials, and shall conform with the requirements listed in Title 19.08.

7. All mechanical equipment, air conditioners and trash areas shall be fully screened in views from the 

abutting streets.

8. Parking lot lighting standards shall be no more than 30 feet in height and shall utilize 'shoe-box' 

fixtures and downward-directed lights.  Wallpack lighting shall utilize 'shoe-box' fixtures and 

downward-directed lights on the proposed building.  The lighting shall be directed away from adjacent 

property or screened, and shall not create fugitive lighting on adjacent properties.

9. All utility boxes exceeding 27 cubic feet in size shall meet the standards of Title 19.12.050.

10. Any property line wall shall be a decorative block wall, with at least 20 percent contrasting 

materials.  Wall materials may include decorative block, split face, flute, brick, slump stone or wrought 

iron. Wall heights shall be measured from the side of the fence with the least vertical exposure above the 

finished grade, unless otherwise stipulated.

11. All City Code requirements and design standards of all City departments must be satisfied.

12. No turf shall be permitted in the non-recreational common areas, such as medians and amenity zones 

in this development.

13. Prior to the issuance of building permits, a revised landscape plan must be submitted to and 

approved by the Department of Planning and Development showing a maximum of 15% of the total 

landscaped area as turf.

14. Coordinate with the City Surveyor to determine the method of mapping necessary, if mapping is 

required.  If mapping is required the map should record prior to the issuance of any building permits for 

this site.

15. Remove all substandard public street improvements and unused driveway cuts adjacent to this site, if 

any, and replace with new improvements meeting current City Standards concurrent with development 

of this site.

16. The proposed driveway shall be designed, located and constructed in accordance with Standard 

Drawing #222A.
