MINUTES:

MAYOR GOODMAN commented that this presentation honors a special group of City employees who
have returned from active military duty. He called forward RICHARD KILGORE, KRISTOPHER
ANDERSON and DAN STILL, and then gave a brief history of their background.

MR. ANDERSON has been working with the City as a corrections officer for four years and is a
sergeant with the Nevada Army National Guard's 1864th Transportation Company. His unit was sent to
Kuwait in November 2004 and returned October 31, 2005. The unit was charged with transporting
supplies from Kuwait to soldiers stationed in Irag, and MR. ANDERSON was a convoy commander
driver.

MR. STILL, Deputy City Attorney, was deployed to Iraq late in 2004, as part of the California-based
426 Civil Affairs Battalion. After he completed training, he was sent to Mosul to begin his deployment
in Irag. His unit worked as a sort of mobile city government and was responsible for helping to manage
medical care, engineering, construction, training lraqi security forces and assisting in running Iraqg's
national election. After the election in Mosul, MR. STILL was sent to the Kurdish city of Irbil in
northeastern Iraq to run civil operations. He returned in July 2005.

MR. KILGORE, a Municipal Court marshal, has been with the City for 16 years. Over the past 20 years
he has been in and out of the service, including the Army Reserve, the Nevada National Guard Reserve
and the U.S. Army Reserve. In December 2003, he was deployed with the 412th Civil Affairs Battalion
(Special Operations), based out of Columbus, Ohio. His company was assigned to fight the war on
terrorism with the Combined Joint Task Force - Horn of Africa in Djibouti, Africa. One of the main
roles of the U.S. Military in East Africa was to slow the movement of terrorist groups between the
Middle East and Somalia. MR. KILGORE was also personally involved with approximately 65
humanitarian projects in the area. He returned from active duty in October 2004.

MAYOR GOODMAN noted that he is very proud of the City for adopting a policy to make up the
difference in pay for City employees who were called back to military duty.

The Mayor presented MR. ANDERSON, MR. STILL and MR. KILGORE with the City's Medal of
Honor, the highest form of distinction given by the City of Las Vegas. It is typically awarded to citizens
who have displayed uncommon bravery or heroism or who have made a significant and lasting
contribution to the Las Vegas community.

MESSRS. STILL, ANDERSON and KILGORE thanked the City Council for its support, as well as their
supervisors, families and friends. They each said that their families are the real heroes for enduring the

SERGEANT FRICKER started fighting crime by forming a Community Oriented Policing squad of
highly motivated officers, and then he forged partnerships with the Council and many City departments
that might provide information and resources to rid the downtown of those that continually disrupt
normal business and commit crimes.

SERGEANT FRICKER also initiated the following programs: PATH - reunites homeless individuals
with their families; HOPE - identifies repeat offenders downtown and offers them rehabilitation;
Chronic Nuisance Detail - helps deal with properties that offer safe harbor to criminals; Community
Enforcement Office - allows different law enforcement agencies to gather in a common location to work
on mutual issues; and HART Team - uses the bilingual talents of officers to address the needs and
concerns of the Hispanic population.

In appreciation for all the efforts of SERGEANT FRICKER, MAYOR GOODMAN stated that the
Council wanted to recognize him and thank him, as he prepares for his new assignment with Metro.

SERGEANT FRICKER thanked his family, who came forward, SHERIFF YOUNG, the Council, and
his team of officers. He is really going to miss working downtown. He gave credit to the officers that
worked under him and with him, and assured the Council that the effort to keep downtown clean would
continue full force.

SHERIFF YOUNG thanked the Council for recognizing SERGEANT FRICKER, whom he considers to
be a very fine individual and very modest. He has known SERGEANT FRICKER for many years, and
there is no better police officer on Metro than him.

The City Manager (CM) Report will be a vehicle for the City Manager to update the Council on emerging
issues that may have an impact on the City of Las Vegas. The CM Report will be a recurring item for
every Council meeting. If there are no items for the particular meeting, the City Manager will
recommend that the item be stricken.

MINUTES:

Regarding the Hurricane Katrina Tenant Based Rental Program, CITY MANAGER SELBY reported
that on October 19, 2005, the Council approved $1 million to be administered for rental assistance
through the Las Vegas Housing Authority. Two hundred applications have been processed since the
beginning of the program. Of those applications, thirty-two families have signed leases, one family is in
the process of completing the eligibility requirements, twenty-five families have completed eligibility
process and are looking for housing, three families have located housing and are waiting for completion
of the housing quality standard inspection and three families have located housing and are ready to sign
leases. He noted that 136 applications have been withdrawn because a family did not want to proceed or
did not meet the eligibility requirements. As of December 30, 2005, the rental payments made for
Katrina evacuees totaled $33,732. The program is in effect through October 19, 2006.

As far as the FAA's proposed "right turn™ issue, which would greatly impact many City of Las Vegas
neighborhoods, staff sent letters to the FAA Administrator and the contact person with Supplemental
Environmental Assessment. Those letters include the Council's resolution in opposition to right turn, as
well as a request for a 60-day extension from the January 13, 2006, closing date for public comment.

Also, the first meeting of the Citizen Fact Finding Panel was held. The Panel consists of volunteers,
including a former air traffic controller, a commercial airline pilot, a member of the McCarran Noise
Study Working Group, a former airline pilot and Air Force Flight Instructor and City staff. At the
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meeting, they discussed the issue and the facts that need to be brought out in this issue. They have also
defined the questions to be asked: Why is this change necessary? What is the process used to evaluate
and develop all the alternatives? How was it concluded that the right turn would be the best alternative?
How will the change relate to existing flight patterns in terms of safety and congestion? What are the
types of aircraft that might be using the proposed departure route? What are the assurances that only
one-third of the aircraft would in fact use the right turn?

In addition to forming the panel and putting together the list of questions for the FAA, staff made
contact with the Federal delegation and Washington lobbyists to gather additional information.

COUNCILMAN WEEKLY indicated that RICKI BARLOW, Ward 5 Liaison, JIM DiFIORE, Manager
of Business Services, and the City Attorney's Office have been working on drafting an ordinance
relating to ice cream truck vendors. Children are purchasing toy guns from ice cream truck vendors and
bringing them to schools, causing a panic and wasting valuable learning time when the teachers have to
take time to examine the guns to ensure they are not real, especially with all the shootings that have
occurred in schools around the country. A school is a place where children should be focusing on
learning. In some cases, children have been expelled, and they cannot learn if they are not in school.

MR. DIFIORE has already sent letters to all licensed ice cream truck vendors in the City, but
COUNCILMAN WEEKLY would like to show strong support by drafting an ordinance to address this
issue.

MAYOR GOODMAN showed the type of toy gun that is being purchased by the children and brought
to schools.

COUNCILMAN WOLFSON asked who would be responsible for following up with the FAA and how
to make sure the City's request is received. CITY MANAGER SELBY answered that his office would
be responsible. He added that SHELLEY BERKLEY is also involved. The Panel wants to meet with the
FAA. The critical element is to obtain the 60-day extension.

COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN asked if any routes have already been changed, because she and
some of her constituents have noticed a lot more noise coming from airplanes in the area between
Sahara and Charleston from Rancho to Valley View. CITY MANAGER SELBY indicated that he is not
aware of any route changes. Staff did request notification of any experimental routes, so that they could
be evaluated.

NOTE: COUNCILMAN WEEKLY directed CITY MANAGER SELBY to give an update on the ice
cream truck vendor ordinance at the 1/18/2006 Council meeting under Emerging Issues.

NOTE: COUNCILMAN WOLFSON instructed CITY MANAGER SELBY to keep the Council
members informed on any information or response from the FAA. Additionally, COUNCILWOMAN
TARKANIAN urged CITY MANAGER SELBY to stay on top of this issue, because she does not trust
the FAA.

MAYOR GOODMAN noted that, again, there was nothing in the backup indicating that MS.
HICKMAN's employer has written a letter in support. He asked MS. HICKMAN if she had a letter from
her employer. MS. HICKMAN answered that she was unaware that she needed to obtain a letter.

MAYOR GOODMAN asked JIM DiFIORE, Manager of Business Services, how this problem could be
resolved, because the appellants should be made aware before their appeal is heard by the Council that a
letter of support from their prospective employer would help their case. MR. DiFIORE replied that the
City Clerk's Notification Letter suggests that either the employer be brought to the meeting or a letter of
support from the employer.

With all the work card issues that have come up during this meeting, MAYOR GOODMAN suggested
COUNCILMAN WOLFSON, JIM DiFIORE, Manager of Business Services, SERGEANT
ALEXANDER and the City Clerk have a meeting to resolve some of the issues.

In an effort to better understand the process, COUNCILMAN ROSS asked SERGEANT ALEXANDER
if the appellants are advised in advance to bring a letter or the employer to the Council meeting.
SERGEANT ALEXANDER explained that once a work card applicant is denied at the Fingerprint
Section, they are referred to the City Clerk's Office to appeal. The City Clerk's Office prepares a letter
with specific information. In the second paragraph of the letter, it is suggested to the appellant that it
would be helpful to have the employer either write a letter or appear in person. However, to date, Metro
has had to be very involved in either getting the appellant to obtain a letter or to have their employer
appear at the meeting. Metro is no longer doing this, because the appellants have all the necessary
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information in the City Clerk's letter; they just do not take the time to read it. Metro feels that the
appellants have to make the effort to do what is necessary and helpful in obtaining a work card.

COUNCILMAN ROSS then asked if appellants are notified of the date of the meeting. SERGEANT
ALEXANDER answered that the City Clerk's Office notifies the appellants by mail. CITY CLERK
RONEMUS rejoined that the backup documentation includes a notification letter, which is handed to the
appellant at the time the appeal is filed. COUNCILMAN ROSS did not believe Metro or the City Clerk's
Office could further simplify the process. SERGEANT ALEXANDER stressed that appellants need to
take matters in their own hands.

COUNCILMAN ROSS noted that appellants are being given a second opportunity, and he understands
the Council's position as a discretionary body, but both Metro and the City have to reach out to help
them one more time. SERGEANT ALEXANDER indicated that Metro has had to make an exorbitant
effort to get the letters to the Council. But the procedure had to be re-evaluated, and it is not directed in
the Municipal Code. Therefore, Metro decided to back away from that practice. There are too many
other privileged licenses that require investigation.

COUNCILMAN WOLFSON said that he would be happy to meet with SERGEANT ALEXANDER
and MR. DIFIORE to come up with a simple step, perhaps a receipt document signed by the appellant.
The process just needs fine-tuning.

COUNCILMAN REESE said he has no problem with striking this matter in the absence of the
appellant. However, he felt it should be held, because MS. GONZALES may not have shown up due to
illness.

MAYOR GOODMAN, COUNCILMEN REESE and ROSS, and MR. DIiFIORE held a discussion as to
whether the business should be allowed to open without first hiring a manager to be present during MS.
ZHAOQO's absence, especially Wednesdays and Thursdays, when she would be in California. MS. ZHAO
indicated that she intends to find a qualified manager as soon as possible. MAYOR GOODMAN
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MINUTES - continued:
reminded her that she would be held fully responsible and would be at risk of losing her business if
anything happened at her business during her absence.

STEVE HARSON, Deputy Director of Neighborhood Services, stated that on December 2, 2005 GARY
LEOBOLD, Deputy Director of Planning and Development, requested Code Enforcement to inspect the
subject property because there was an illegally placed trailer. The owner had agreed to remove the
trailer by December 5, 2005.

MR. HARSON indicated that per the Planning Department, the trailer was placed on the property
without required review of plans. Plans that had been submitted were difficult to read; they were drawn
on two different scales and had misinformation. The first trailer was removed but a second trailer was

placed on the site. The Planning Department conducted a site inspection that revealed incorrect
information on the site plan provided. The trailer does not comply with building codes, specifically the
required distance separation from an onsite garage.

On December 5, 2005, Code Enforcement confirmed that the trailer remained onsite and a Notice and
Order was mailed and faxed on December 8, 2005 to MR. MUELLER requesting the trailer be removed
from the property within 72 hours. On December 9, 2005, MR. MUELLER was granted an extension of
time to remove the trailer. MR. MUELLER replied that he had been working with DEPUTY CITY
ATTORNEY BRYAN SCOTT and felt that Code Enforcement should not dictate to him regarding the
removal of the trailer.

MR. HARSON stated that MR. MUELLER was given sufficient time to remove the trailer but has
chosen not to comply. He indicated that MR. MUELLER failed to file appropriate documents with
other departments. He requested the trailer be removed within 48 hours and upon failure to comply with
the request, the City apply a $500 civil fine each day MR. MUELLER remains in non-compliance.

CHRISTINE HINDS, 600 South Eighth Street, appeared on behalf of MR. MUELLER. She stated that
because she was not supplied with a complete copy of the file to include any specific provisions, statutes
and/or title of regulation that are being violated, she requested the item be held in abeyance.

DEPUTY CITY ATTORNEY DAN STILL stated the file has been available and there is not an Open
Meeting Law violation. He remarked that a meeting was arranged with a lawyer on behalf of MR.
MUELLER but no representation appeared.

COUNCILMAN WEEKLY confirmed that a valid file was created. The area affected is a well
established neighborhood of long-term residents and prestigious law firms. Several are offended that an
unauthorized structure exists; therefore, COUNCILMAN WEEKLY could not support the request to
abey the item.

MS. HINDS stated that a trailer was previously owned on that property by ATTORNEY JACK
HOWARD. She informed the Council that MR. MUELLER is in the process of expanding his current
law office and is utilizing the trailer to temporarily move his staff. She added that MR. MUELLER had
relied on Mobile Mini who informed him that no additional permits were necessary. In response,
COUNCILMAN WEEKLY stated that had MR. MUELLER taken the appropriate steps to obtain a
temporary structure, he would have been properly educated as to the allowance of the trailer. He denied
her request to abey the item and requested to follow staff's recommendation.

LEE FAIR, Managing General Partner of Charleston Valley View, concurred with all conditions of the
application. He requested clarification about the fee charged in order to operate the water feature.

MAYOR GOODMAN explained that the fee is based on a formula for the amount of water requested
versus the amount of land being sacrificed. Since there is no land to negotiate, a fee is being imposed.
MR. FAIR stated that upon first knowledge of the water conservation issues, they took the initiative to
close the water feature and convert to land. MR. FAIR stated after removing turf and taking credit from
the Water District, the amount of grass could not justify turning the water feature on. DEPUTY CITY
ATTORNEY BRYAN SCOTT confirmed that once you agree to receive credit from the Water District,
you are not able to receive credit from the City for the same land. The only option that would allow the
feature to be turned back on would be to pay the fee. Since there is no turf to remove, the fee is based
on the square footage of the water feature and the amount of water being utilized.

MR. FAIR declared that he collected $1 per square foot from the Water District for approximately
60,000 square feet and the money collected was used to convert the land appropriately. MAYOR
GOODMAN clarified that in order to operate the water feature, a one-time fee of $12,000 is being
assessed now and a $250 annual fee thereafter.

COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN questioned if the City would benefit from imposing the $12,000
fee. DEPUTY CITY ATTORNEY SCOTT explained that the City adopted the Water District's plan for

water conservation but the Water District would obtain those fees. COUNCILMAN BROWN stated
that at one time, it was illegal to have fountains. The City decided to allow operation with the
conversion of turf or pay a fee in lieu of converting turf, which is applied to the Water District rebate
program. It is unfortunate that MR. FAIR was unable to make appropriate arrangements with the Water
District for better timing so as not to be faced with such a fee. DEPUTY CITY ATTORNEY SCOTT
replied that the Water District might not have permitted MR. FAIR to manipulate the program by
avoiding a fee.

MR. FAIR argued that although he is grateful for the opportunity to turn the water feature back on, it is
unfortunate that only casinos are waived the duty to convert or pay the fee. It is true that casinos are
vital to Las Vegas' economy, but moreover the businesses that operate in the complex are also vital to
the economy as well.

COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN expressed understanding for MR. FAIR'S situation and approved
the recommendation to pay the fee in order to operate the water feature as he requested.

GARDNER cited Ordinance 19.18.070 Subsection B-2 that verified the
applicant's requests warrant a denial and referenced staff's report that also supported a denial. He quoted
comments of COUNCILMAN WEEKLY from a previous meeting, which addressed these same
concerns, and he emphasized that the proposal is too intense for the site and incompatible with adjacent
development.

MS. GARDNER stated that as a long time resident, she has witnessed downtown develop as planners
and council members waived many needed regulations. She noted that professional and office
employees park at all hours of the day in unwarranted parking spaces; she also outlined examples of
circumstances that prove to challenge residents with finding parking for guests as well as themselves.
She urged the Council to halt all granting of waivers for the area, as it will benefit the residents, reduce
the Council agendas and cause development to be carefully evaluated prior to requests for approval.

Pertaining to the comments from a prior meeting, COUNCILMAN WEEKLY confirmed his comments
and acknowledged the growing concern for lack of downtown parking. Upon staff's thorough
explanation for recommending denial, he supported the recommendation and suggested abeying the
items. The abeyance would give MR. KELLY an opportunity to resubmit his plans with a development
that is more appropriate for the area. MR. KELLY acknowledged COUNCILMAN WEEKLY'S
fairness and accepted the option to hold the item in abeyance to allow time to draft a more suitable
expansion.

MAYOR GOODMAN declared the Public Hearing open for Item 78 [ZON-9093] and Item 79
[SDR-9095].

ATTORNEY CHRIS KAEMPFER appeared on behalf of Pulte Homes and stated that he has met with
all affected and appropriate individuals regarding the proposal. He indicated that the original proposal
suggested 83 lots on nearly 36 acres with an overall density at 2.4 units per acre, which conformed to
the General Plan. Upon submittal of the project, it was then that constituents expressed displeasure with
the proposal regardless of its conformance to the general plan and no waiver requests.

ATTORNEY KAEMPFER stated he attempted to address every concern raised and presented a revised
plan at the Planning Commission Meeting. The revised plan revealed a density fewer than two units per
acre, which verified appreciably less density required under the General Plan and Interlocal Agreement.
He described the changes made to the plan to improvise with the concerns of nearby residents.
ATTORNEY KAEMPFER depicted the area's density and noted that the developer agreed to several
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conditions that changed the site in order to obtain support from the community. He noted staff's positive
comments about the project's conformance and compatibility with the neighborhood and referenced that
the Planning Commission approved the plan; however, additional input has influenced further revision.

ATTORNEY KAEMPFER stated that the newest plan reflects all lots to be over 20,000 square feet
except for three that are a minimum of 18,000 square feet. The open space would be eliminated to
reflect 77 lots, which altered the density to 1.6 units per acre. He emphasized that the plan previously
conformed to requirements and the project remained compatible. All neighborhood concerns were
addressed and he respectfully requested approval of the plan subject to Lots 56 and 57 as single story
homes.

GARY HAYES, 199 Arroyo Grande, appeared on behalf of several neighbors in the audience and
submitted a petition of opposition. He stated that the proposed development diverges from Sterling S.
Development's proposal that was approved nearly one year ago. He referenced specifics that the
neighbors requested which Pulte Homes did not adhere to because they were not economically feasible.
The neighbors then determined that so long as the property is developed as a horse friendly site, they
would be satisfied.

MR. HAYES outlined the differences between the previous developer's proposal and that of Pulte
Homes. He noted that while Pulte Homes submitted a revised plan without open space, the gained space
was used to add another lot instead of increasing the existing lots. He reiterated that the neighbors of
the area have appeared before Council on several occasions requesting half-acre horse lots and have
negotiated with other developers to obtain that. MR. HAYES indicated that Pulte Homes has not
attempted to compromise in accordance with what the site was previously approved for.

MAYOR GOODMAN expressed understanding of MR. HAYES' request to consider the original
proposal for the site; however, he confirmed with DEPUTY CITY ATTORNEY BRYAN SCOTT that
the Council is privy to the previous deal. DEPUTY CITY ATTORNEY SCOTT clarified that the
project is entirely different with a new developer, and it is the Council's discretion to modify the current
proposal as desired.

JIM MARYNOW, 6280 Brent Lane, and DIANE ALLEN, 6291 Meisen Heimer, concurred with MR.
HAYES' comments and stated that the conditions agreed to were already negotiated with Sterling S.
Development. The only difference between the current proposal and the previous is the amount of
houses planned for the area. MR. MARYNOW referenced negotiations with other projects in the
vicinity and noted the compromises that greatly benefited the area and won the support of neighbors.
MS. ALLEN welcomed the equestrian park and emphasized that it is important to preserve the rural
preservation of the area.

ATTORNEY KAEMPFER acknowledged that 60 lots were previously approved for the site but there
was never a condition that the site remain approved for only 60 lots. He stressed that Pulte Homes has
honored the general and interlocal agreement and has recognized what staff deems appropriate for that
location. They have purchased the property with the expectation to develop according to the guidelines
of which the proposal meets.
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COUNCILMAN ROSS stated that it is his responsibility to consider a development that proves to be
compatible in regards to zoning and the Master Plan. Rural preservation is a definite priority; however,
consistency and predictability is what determines his support. He explained that the Council could not
bind Pulte Homes to what another developer proposed nor to the negotiations associated with another
developer. He confirmed that the zoning designation and density are consistent with the General Plan.
At the request of COUNCILMAN ROSS, ATTORNEY KAEMPFER verified that the project would be
compatible for horse property.

COUNCILMAN ROSS pointed out that this development would allow others to live with the rural
privileges that the current residents who encompass the area have. Pertaining to Item 79 [SDR-9095],
COUNCILMAN ROSS read amendments to Conditions 3 and 16, and added conditions to which
ATTORNEY KAEMPFER agreed. In addition, Condition 5 would be deleted. COUNCILMAN ROSS
expressed that the amendments assist the project in becoming a buffer zoned, compatible development.

COUNCILWOMAN TARKANIAN expressed her understanding of COUNCILMAN ROSS' desire to
preserve the rural community. She requested clarification on the size of the perimeter lots.
ATTORNEY KAEMPFER replied that the perimeter lots would be half-acre lots and the interior lots
would range in size from 8,500 to 9,400 square feet. DEPUTY CITY ATTORNEY SCOTT explained
that City code allows 18,000 square foot lots to allow horses. ATTORNEY KAEMPFER confirmed
that Pulte Homes would support any homeowner's aspiration to have horses so long as the lot is a
minimum of 18,000 square feet. COUNCILMAN ROSS thanked the Councilwoman for her supportive
comments and ATTORNEY KAEMPFER for his continuing efforts in seeing the project through
completion in an appropriate manner.
